1. Meets criteria with the exception of availability for an internship but has
demonstrated financial need.

2. If none of the above situations satisfy full use of the funds, the funds should be
rolled over to the next academic year with the intent to award scholarships.

The scholarship program will provide up to $1,500 scholarship for each student
selected for the program. The intent is to award the full amount; however, awards less
than the maximum amount can be made for accommodation of financial assistance
requirements but no less than $500 per individual. In conjunction with the scholarship,
each recipient may receive an offer of an internship for the following summer or
another break in College attendance.
